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 Looking back into the past year, I am 
having a sense of satisfaction that the college 
management has taken a number of very 
useful decisions and implemented the same. A 
Scheme has been introduced to provide more 
facilities and convenience to the staff members 
who go for further studies. Honouring 
meritorious students standing First and Second 
in each year and branch with a gold and a 
silver medal is being implemented to 
encourage the students to put in their best 
efforts in their studies. To enable the students 
to reminiscence pleasant memories of their 
classmates and teachers, in future, a farewell 
function for final year students was arranged 
for the first time in this college. With the 
encouragement given by the Chairman of 
Mahavir Education Trust, Shri Keshavjibhai 
Chhadva and Trustee Shri Mansukhbhai Shah, 
a number of useful activities could be started. 
Women’s Development Cell (WDC), Indian 
Society for Technical Education (ISTE) 
Chapter have been established and have 
become active. College hosted a two day 
seminar on “Lasers and its applications” with 
the active support of BARC and Vignan 
Parishad. Further, the college also took the 
initiative to organize an “Industry-Institute 
Interaction Meet” in collaboration with Board of 
Apprenticeship Training Western Region, 
Mumbai.

to the needy students of this college. These 
scholarships are implemented in the current 
academic year itself. I am happy that quite a 
few students are passing on their suggestions 

and complaints through the suggestion box 
provided on the ground floor of the Institute 
building. 
 
 I am happy to report that surveillance 
audit by Rina India Pvt. Ltd., (Indian 
Representatives of Registro Italiano Navale, 
Italy) for the continuation of ISO Certification 
took place on 8th April, 2006 and the members 
of the Audit committee expressed their 
satisfaction after completion of the audit.
